The @gansation recognses tha young pedg come to the city becawse it is wheae the services and
oppatunities are located andto fed induded St Johris Youth Senvices eksto lresk thecyde d cortinung shat
term andtrarsitiond resporses to recurrert crisis, and &dusionfrom the mary oppatunities availalde to most young
peofe in Australia.

TheBoad andmanageert of St Johris has for some time beerconvinced @ the pdeertial of the FOYER modéd that
was first estalishedin Frarce and hadore recertly beenso succesdul the United Kingdan (Where there ae nav
over 130Foyers managed Yo omnurity based egansation).

3% mark andthis is whee the néiond averagevacarcyrate sits arrertly. Includedn thevacarcyrate survey is azone
breskdomn and bpaticular interest here today is the Addaideg/North Addaideregon Typically this has a slightly highes
than aeragevacarcyrate d around 36 hterestingy this is the regontha sees the most uctuaionin the vacarcy
rate dudo peofe movingin and owof theinne regonmore frequetly thanthey doin thesububs.

Thecity regon dso tends to move more seasondly as mary peoje commit 0 12morth leases at thestart of theyea.
There is no doubthat the start of new unversity yea affects the inqury rate for inne city propeties in the morth d
Januay and nerpropeties are comnony released 4 this time.

Two bedoanurits or flats are themost popler propaty typerertedin thecity and acordingto dda releasedto REISA
by the Tenamies Brarch d theOffice d Corsumer andBusiness Affairs, around 350fdhese ae rertedto navtenars
eahyea. TheTenamies Brarch callects the bonsltha are lodgedivhen a ppaty is leasedto a nevtenamandin
loddngthe bongdheweekly rertal rate for the popety typeis also recorded Thefirst quater of each year alwayshas
thelargest amourt of bond lodged antihis @rrelates with aneddal evideree from REISAmembea's which dsorepats
theJanuay to Felruay peiod & the busiest.

Two bedoam units are poplar in Addaide amongst young ped@ includng uiversity dudetts, andthey are dten
rerted ly 2 a 3 peole to cortain costs. Whilst therental rate is of couse hghe than the areas in metro Addaidethis
is bdarced ly redwedtraveling costs andfor peoje who do nicown ther own car, theconvenierce d thecity is also
an diraction Two bedoan houses also rert reguarly in the subub d Addaide Unlike the genel metro aea 2
bedoanhames are more poplar than 3 bedanhares.

Geneally peofte rertingin the city do ndhave childrenso the denandfor the smaller propaty typeis driven ly this
damogaphc. Houwse sizes are dso smaller in Addaide andso peofe with families lodk a litte furthe ou ©
acoomnodde ther need.

Rertal prices for hotses in Addaide canvary @rsidaally. Thee ae still some dde buildings tha serve & rertal

propeties andthese can bererted @ aroundthe $260 peveek mark. However the never propaties average sound
$340 pevweek. At he lighe end 6 themarket, red estate agets nde tha executive leases are comnon and ped
rerting these popeties often seek shater term leases as they may only intendto stay in Addaide for a shat ime.

Once agd, it is nd urcomnonto findshae accmnoddionin thecity andthe lusiest ime for rertingthese popety
typesis anFeb eahyea.
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For these loding otiof the CBD, bu stillwartingto bewithin walking dstarce, North Addaide dfers a goodthdce d
unts/apatmerts. Once aga, the 2 bedanunt/apatmert rates as a poplar chace andpropety manages nde tha
shae accomnoddion ofiors are comnonin the aea & young pedpseek to live & dose to the city as passble.

Increasein rental ratesover the past 18months
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Followingtherecert propaty boan it was inevitale tha therertal market played‘catch up as rental rates are drectly
relative to popety \alues. After propety prices dartedto stalilise in late 2003therertal market startedto move and
this has @rtinuedfor the pat 18 morths. Across the full metropditan aea the aeragerenal rate for howses have
increased ly 28%, whilst in Addaide the rertal rate for howses has orly increased ly 184 But for units, mostly 2
bedoam, heincrease acrossthefull metro aeais very dose totherise inthesubub d Addaide & youcansee ly the
graph

Rertal prices are eqpectedtorise alitie more inthe comingyeas as rertal prices align alitile close to popety \alues,
honever therertal market canna sustain the same sort of increases tha we hae seenin the sale market. Propety
prices have doultedin recent yeas, bu tis is nd redistic for therertal market. Thesubub d Addaideis no dfferert o
therest of hemetropditan aea andertal rates in Addaide ae relative to therest of themetropditan aea

16 was introdwedto dugs by an dde boyfriend Onethingledto anthe andwhen hedrug se beame serious

things broke dawn & hare. Itgd b the pot whae he paert's cudrit hande it any more: thelies, hesteding the
worty, thefights. Despite ther offer of ongingsuppat for her they were evertudly forcedto askher to leave thefamily

hame Her drugs use and behl@u were spliting ughefamily.

Initially shelivedwith he boyfriendin Abedeen and hdife revolved aiound ging andaking dugs. She spen he
Houwsing Bendit cheque on dugs 9 shesoonfell nto areas andlost he flat. With nowhere to stay he ended up
livingin deéers howses andmoved from hotse to hoge merely to feed hehalit. The dugcomnunity is a close knit
one everyoneknons each dhe andthis makes it much more dfficult © bresk out of.

Does this sundamiliar?
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Both Rachd andJohn & impatart o me. Rachd was the first young peson | internviewed for a dace a Abedeen
Foyer andJohnwas thefirst Iwartedto evict. The Rachd’s andJohrs of this world ae na urtypical of hemary young
peojte tha fudledthe needor a nevresporse to youh hanelesmessinthe UK in the edy 90s. Mary dealy woud
have hadess ®vere a complex prodems, but some hadnorse.

Foyers in the UK offer a hdistic appoach to the podems faced ty mary young pede (aged 16- 25 by bringng
togeha unde one mbrella, hough noecessarily in one lace, services tha hdp suppat thetrarsitionto social and
econanic independer. As a minimum, they provide safe andaffordalle’ acoomnoddionwith pesond suppat and
aceessto leaning and mployment oppaturities. h mary @ses, these services reach well beyondFoyer residerts
offeringsuppat and opptunty to mary young pedgfromlocal comnunities.

The Foyer Fedeation is the umbrella bog for UK Foyers, promoting the Foyer corcept throughot the UK and
increasingdy oversess, medingthe neeslof our membes by shaing epeierce and goodraetice, ersuring qubty
throughthe Foyer Acaedtation Scheame suppatingfundaising andnfluercingchangenithin Governmert.

TheFedeationis urique a a UK player inthesector, béng amembership bog rather than drort lineservice govide:.
All Foyers are independeéitbodes in ther own right thougtthey are dten pat of howsing &sociatiors. | know of no
FOYERtha is run drectly by alocal Courtil, thougtcourtil’s willalso becritical suppaters andfundes of Foyers.

The Fedeation nav boasts a membership d 130Foyers togeher with an #ective range dformal andinformal Iinks
with the bginess @mnurity andGovernmert agemies. Aroundhree-quaters of thefoyers in the movemert are nav
acaedted andwe celelratedthe 106 Acaedtationin June 2005

The digins of the Foyer movemert lie in pat-war Frarce, bu can betraced bakto the ringeerih Certury, whenthe
foundes of hetrade uimnmovemert begarthe etaldishmert of Bourses du Travail - a kind @ jobcerter, which dso
provided a haenfor travelingworkers, bgehea with edeation andraining oppaunties. In paallel with this, hastels for
young pedpwere estaldished ly \arious religious groups.

The nare "Foyer de Jeuns Travailleus" appeeed dter the SecondWorld War, whenthe various provide's of hcstel
acaomnoddion for youngworkers @me togehe in avolurtary groupng called the Union de Foyers de Jeunes
Travailleus (URJT). At the same time there was large scale rural-to-urbanmigrationin Frarce to suppat the gowth d
indwstry and comnerce. This ledto aragdd earsion in the Foyer nawork, providing very basic accomnoddion
carteen andecreaiond facilities for youngaorkers. Foyers were es<ertially suppatinglabow mearket mohlity.

In resporse to worsering condtiors for youngFrerch peofe, chaacterised by unerploymernt andlow econaric

activity, and undepressure from the uiion d& Frerch Foyers, the Frerch Governmert invested in amodenisation

progam of Foyers, andthis brough with it a shift in the Foyers' focus, towards the pomotion d social inclusion and
"insertior’, or indiction into the adli world andabou market. Within the cortext of the lbedk econaric dimate in the

ealy nindies, and a gwingrecogrition dacyde d hamnelessessand uneploymert (no hone —nojob—no hoe -

nojob—no hoe), thhe UK Foyer movemert came into bengin 1992nith the estaldishmert of The Foyer Fedeation,

andfive plot schames basedin edsting YMCAs.

TheFoyer Fedeationwas foundedhrough a pership béweenthevolurtary sector and bainess Thetwo founahg
bodes, Shdter, the Chaity which campagrs on behlaof hameless peoge andGrandMetropditan (nov Daged a
major drinks mandacturer, gave hrth to the Fedeation & mears of promoting the Foyer corcept in the UK. This
spaked aremarkalde peiod of growth, which saw the etaldishmert of 40 Foyers by 1996 The comnonserse
phlosoply of theFoyer corcept hadclealy drucka chad acrossthe piitical spectrum Howsing Associatiors andlocal
auhaities at a comnunity level begarto estadish widerangng paneships to derelop andun Foyers. Partnership
remains a dstingushing feaure d te Foyer movemert andthe strengh tha lies at the hed of thdr suceess

Athoughthe core plilosopty of the UK andFrerch Foyers is dmilar, there ae dso some clear differences. Becawse d
the edisterce d studen accomnoddion andthe etadished newvork of YMCAs, YWCAs and Youh Hostels, UK
Foyers tendto work with amore dsadvartageddliert groupthanthar Frerch courterpats, with an gen geater focus

on enploymen andtraining

My own Foyer, basedin theNorth East of Scotlandin Aberdeenwas pat of this ealy growth phae d FoyersintheUK
The needor a nevresporse to theisaues of youh harelessnessand uneploymert wes evidert in Aberdeenin the
ealy 90s. Existing local auhaity andvolurtary sector services for young pedpwere over stretched andlealy na
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medingthe neeslof young pedpwhds expaierce was one égdngfrom ‘pillar to pet’ in an #empt 1 resolve the
difficulties they faced These were issues of harelesmess rodlessess unanploymert, lack of edication andraining
oppatunties, poa hedth and gendly poa accessto adice services andinformation

Our initial resporse was to try to improve coadinaion @ existingservices and lingthemtogeher in anintegatedway,
bu at tis time the Foyer corcept was bang pomoted da UK level. Itseemedto povide a pactical mode andfocus as
to hav ve might respondo theissues and poldems bang aticulated ty winealde young pedpintheAbedeen eea
Itwas 1993 antheFoyer initiative in Abedeen hatlegunBy 1994 @BusinessPlanwas in dace and ateeing goup
estaldished In 1995 a meorgarisationwas formed tasked with estaldishing and opating the AberdeenFoyer. This
yea we ae celelrating ou10" anriversary.

Sowha of Rachd andJohn?

Before Rachd hadcome to the Foyer she haded avanpire edsterce, sleepng dl day and up lanight. At the Foyer
shewas aippatedto buld a nevrouine She beame involved in the Prince’s Trust Team progam, she undéodk
comnunity andvolurtary work andthroughthis she saw he self-esteem andcorfiderce gow. But Rachd was dill
hiding he cortinung dug e from us. She was a mode tenar, never a fod ou of step btishe hadumnedto
prostitutionto fund hehalit. Shecoud na sustain he involvemert in the Prince’s Trust, bt it hadleft her with a deire
andwillto change

Johnwas never a modé tenan, hebehaiou he hadeanedthroughothis diildhoodcortinued He had a BaHe
broke dl ou wles. He e/en on onecaasionstole ow minibus andwert joy riding Itwas a pant that |had had enough
andwarted limou. Hewas issuedwith a 28 dandice to qut. But aganst my better judgrent Iwas pesuadedo gve
him a further last charce. Ifduingthcse 28 dgshecoud denorstrate awillngnasto engage arahangene woud
re-corside his ndice. Somethingmust have ga throughto himas heredisedhe hado codk for himself, he hado do
his dhopjing wash hs dothes, clean Is flat, pay his electricity andmee his suppat worker, his social worker, his
caregs advisor, apgy for collegecourses, attendthejobclub He coud daothese things with thesuppat of the Foyer, or
withou it on s own dsewheae. He started haing dsaussors with suppat workers andleamed abaduhe dangs of
binge dnking abot taking dugs, aboticasud sex, abotind geting ugn themoming andnissng his appatmert at

The Foyer movemert grew rafddly in the p&od upo 1996The Foyer modd todk \arious hape andfornms as it was
appiedin bdh uban andural settings to med local need. | have dways been an adcate for the ‘hame-knitted
Foyer. Solutiors for onecommurity will na necessarily mee the neeslof andhea. Some examples include

Marchester Foyer —thisis a large ubanmodé with 61 uits, it provides New Ced & Basic Skills progams, comrrercial
activities, workswith norresiderts.

Harlow Foyer — is also alarge ubanmode with 116 uits. Itboasts a café, T Certre, youth info service, Training
Roars andits work includes young tiendes andthase with mertal hedth issues.

Focus EL5 Foyer — is the largest urbanmodé in the world with 210 its. Itboasts an IT Suite, Comnurity Rado
Project, Training Roams andtarges aspects of it's work to young peerts, ex-offendes, care leaver and aga thase
with mertal hedth issues.

LuonFoyer —is an uban dépeasedmodd with 13 uits. Itprovides New Bed and the training ativities, and helth
senvices for predaminartly nonresidens.

Shatlife Plus — is an ubanfloding suppat modeé with 63 uits across Souh Londanlt uses enpty mainstream
propeties. Ithas recertly acquired acertral base to run arange btaining and edationservices.

RichmondFOYER is a small rural modé with 13 @épesed uiits, a certral base with mokile service for nonresiderts,
youh activities erire.

And my own FOYER Abeadeenis a dspesed uban andural Foyer with 76 uits. A tradng am of the FOYER
opeates a sucaesdul restauart and ghery and a @mphc design service. We povide awide range b trraining
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provision anIT suite, andtraining certre. Our services include dugrehalilitationwork, mental hedth services, carcer
prevertionwork andwork with young lendes andcare leavers.

Soif each Foyer is different wha is it tha hdds it togeher as a movemen? The Fedeation followingthe appiotmert of
a nav chief executive in 1996begarto ddinewha have be&ome threetests of Foyernessand areasure d qudity to
Foyer clierts.

Thethreetests are:

1. Thefocus is on héping dsadvartagedyoung pede aged 16 25who ae horeless or in hosing need
achieve thetrarsitionfrom dependese to independee.

2. The apmach to the young pesoris need is hdistic. The Foyer offers integated acessto, at a minimum,
affordale accomnoddion training gudarce, pasond developmert andjobseachingfacilities.

3. Therelatiorship with theyoung pesonis based on ayhanic formal ageamert asto havtheFoyers' faciliies
andlocal comnurity resources are wsed in making the trarsition to independer, comnitmert © which is
condtiond of cortinuedresiderce in the Foyer

Thethreetests are thenthe bais of an Acaedtation Scheme which sets high btiachievalle standads to pomote the
best qudity of service acrossthemovemert. Theimplementation d tis acaedtationsygemon avolurtary basis by the
movemert pre-empted more recert externd reguatory and cortract compliarce requremerts brough abod by a
favouale shiftin pdicyandfundngfromthe UK Governmert which navfund a core pat of Foyer work.

The Fedeatioris work on Acaedtationis now in dignmert with the Suppating Peope Qudity Assurarce Framework
andthe Cffice d the Depuy Prime Minister decisionto recoghise the Fedeatioris Acaedtationsysemas a ‘pasgpat’
for SuppatingPeope is of major sigrificarce for our members and amajor achievemert for the Fedeation

Teriie Alafat, he Director of HomelessnessandHousing Suppat at the ODPM said d acaedtation

"The ODPMwoud like to congatulate the Foyer Fedeation orreachingthemilestone its 100" AcaedtedFoyer. This
is a ged achievemert, or which dl staff working within the Foyers shoud receive credt. Through aeaedtation these
Foyers are navalde to denorstrate tha they an povide a quldy of service for young pedptha willhdp to pevert
andreduwee youh hanelessess'.

Adistingushingfeaure d the Foyer movemert has been oudesire to estaldish and oprate bdanced commurities of
young pedpwithin eah FOYER accomnoddionsdame. This has nd always beenmet with ageamert fomthase
ouside the movemert, even thase working in the same sector. By endesouingto opeate a“Balarced Community”
mears a mix in terms of age gendeand pesertingissues. This hdps to rediwee stereo typing schames andthcse
howsedwithin them Most impatartly it hdps buld apasitive culture acrosstha group dyoung pedptha promotes a
serse d worth, of commurity and b®ndngwhich ha often beemissngfromthar lives. Itreinforces a ‘can doculture
and dfers informal pee suppat and paitive modds. Itcan povide alevel of ‘self pdicing thet can bemore dfective
thantha imposed ly daff. Itpromotes resporsibility and gooditizership. Itneed to be ndured anduppated

Those that were critical of this modé felt Foyers were cherry picking orly howsingthase tha were likely to sucazed But
in pactical terms the Foyer was na attempting to cater for everyone The most chadic young pede may needmore
suppat thancoud be &ered to them at the Foyer. They may needmore intersive forms of suppat and pssble
progessto aFoyer tenary in time. Foyers needto be pa of a cortinuum of care andsuppat provided arange and
chdce d services.

The cornastone 6 the Foyer corcept must be IEARNNG. This in my view undepins the corceg. Foyers are abotl
suppating the trarsition in ayoung pesoris life to social and eonanic independer. This will orly be ahieved
throughthe deelopmert and aquisition d core and ifeskills, the bilding d self worth, corfiderce andmativationtha
canmake changesustainable. This mre and ifeskills leaningthen beomes the biilding hocksfor the more vocationd
edueation taining and meploymert suppat schames offered throughmary Foyers or availade throughmainstream
‘welfare to work’ progams andthroughlocal calleges. Theredly big change oaurs whensomeone ges a joh This
creaes newdisdpline andouinein dl ou lives, it opers up opprurities for new social neworksand ativities. Usudly
by this time (and sometimes before) Foyer tenarts are read/ to move on evenif they remain appehemsive abot
leaving beimd arangeof suppat mechansms andfriend. Some welcome the dfer of a lower level of cortinung
suppat inthee nevhare.
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Thelinking togeher of accomnoddion andsuppat with edgation training and reploymert was most certainly in the
ealy andmid 90s mrtroversial and loough with it myths tha Foyers were merely a re-invertion d the Victorianwork-
howse dess=d upwith moden rhetoric. Theredlity is far removed from tha myth. By offering integated services and
suppat o young pedpthey are much more likely to make asuccesdul trarsitionto independes.

Think for a minue abotithcse young ped@whocome from nore setled and espeouws beckground, thetrarsition
fromhame to independetiving dtentakes place duingtheyeas of highe edication Those young pedgwho gdo
university receive a gen®usly fundedpackage of suppat tha includes high quiity edwcation, sulsidisedhotsing and
social suppat. Ther living arangererts typically include the epeierce d semi-institutiond living (in a Hall of
Residerce) folloned dten ly the opprunity to share sccomnoddionwith asmaller group éyoung pede andhen
perhags a flat of thar onn o with a pane. No one gpects these young pedgto make thetrarsitionto independen
Iivingin 9morths. hdeedit usudly takes 3 a 4 yeas andthee is an a&knoMedgerert tha the move into ‘setiled
acaomnoddiontakes place & the end fohis process— oftenwhenthey are in thar mid 2. Canwe redly expect a
wulneralde goup 6young pedp to doit withou a range bsuppat and aclealy dructured p#way? Handng a 16
yea old aset of keysfor aflat is more dtenthan nosettingthemupto fail! Sady it stillgoes on

Theintegated apmach d Foyers is best exemplifiedin the PersonActionPlan d each tenan. This is each indvidud’'s
own structured pétway, tailoredto thar need and apiratiors. Each Foyer Tenatts comnits to hae aPersond Action
Plan bu eechis differert.

| have dread/ mertioned awvarious pdnts tha Foyers offer some form of service to the wider comnurity. This is by
design The aigind Frerch modd included acomnurity @fé. This dealy set the Foyer within thewider comnurity, a
key pat of it, where theinformal cortact bemeenFoyer residerts andcomnurity membes was animpatart elemert in
breaking den red or perceived baiers.

Al UK Foyers will hcludesome demert of wider commurity activity or service. This might simply be aboutheFoyers IT
couses bang opened up wider paticipdion btiin some therange dbwider services and ativities is extersive.

Sowhee is the UK Foyer movemert novgang?

The thinking and appach d the Foyer movemert has nov moved into the mainstream. Nationdly, suppat for
wulneralde young pede remains @re to the Governmert’s scial inclusion agendanhich ha largdy adoped the
joined up appach adiocated ly the edy foyer movemert. hcreasingimpatarce is beng pace on esuringtha all
young pede ae well equppedor theworkplace. The hdstic naure d what Foyers offer is now increasindy accepted
as the olly effective way of medingthe neeslof young pede d risk

WhenShdter andGrandMet (nav Daged orgarisedther tripto Frarce inthe edy 1998, wha they broughibackwith
themwas a completely new corcept in suppat for young hoelesspeopte. Itis a credt o ther vision andheideatha
thesolutiors to harelesmesslie well beyondmerely providing @comnoddion hae navbecome widdy aceeptedright
acrossthesector.

Wha indvidud Foyers are nav ddngis ‘stretching the corcegt’ to reflect more dverse andconplex need at a local
level. This is taking Foyers much more into the redms of prevertative services, working ‘upstream’ andloding & the
need of young pedp bdore they wme into Foyers - through pe-assesament certres or prevertative gogamnes
such a Safe Moves. Foyers are develong expatise andservices inworkingwith thase with Hghe suppat need such
as those with mertal hedth issues or offendng bakground or those with issues of drug se.

Mary of the'first steg services tha shoud bethere for young pedg bdore they acaessa Foyer are simply nd there, or
are in such aformtha young pede ae rejectingthem. Foyers are therefore responéhgto these gag with the same
innavation and ehusiasm tha saw the movemert grow so ragdly throughthe 9Gs. Foyers are developgng astronge
cortinuum of provisionwithin ther own services offeringstagedsuppat and @ing a lghe andmore specialist service
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at hestart. Lager Foyers are haingdea stages andservices evenwithin the oneconplex. Othes are ersuringthat
they have a geaer diversity of staged povision &rossa geogaplical area This also certainly mears extendngthe
range bleamning and delopmert activities tha Foyers are alte to dfer young pedg paticularly in areas auch asthe
ars.

Sowha become d Rachd andJohn remembe them?

Rachd findly adrittedto s and heself she had @ortinung dug poldem bu was omnittedto addessngit. We
suppated heto gan aessto aresidential deox andrehabprogam which she completed sucaesdully. Throughou
the 10morths hewas in therehab pgamwe visited he andkept in regdar touch.

Understanding poverty

Poverty andsocial exdusion ae pody undestoodin Australia. Compaedto the edy 1978 poverty in Australiais now
more widespread andhequdéity is greder. Yet GromngApat a 2000epat by the Brothehood 6St Lauerce found
tha orly 5% of respondets @rsideedit the most impatart issue facing Australian society todgy. The 2004epat

Inequéity in South Australia, prepaed ly the Pulic Hedth Information Developmert Unit at the University of Addaide,

shoned astate where inequiéity has become ertrerched and aess to hosing enployment, eduwcation andsocial

infrastructure ae deéermined ly cio-econanic datus rathe than needi the same time South Australia is undegang
a peiod drelative econaric prospeity and gowth. How canthese two pctures berecorciled?

SAQOSSs vision

SACOSShas a visiontha all South Australiars @nlive alife freefrom poverty, in a genindy inclusive society where
thee is equidity of oppaturity and eqiy of oucomes for all. Every South Australianshoud hae somewhee to live,
food andlothing aceessto anploymert, justice, edwcation and hdth. h ade to povide these, we must shift our
focus from thereactive to the poactive. We must pay attertionto thefundarertal causes of poverty in our comnurity,
rather thansimply respondhgto crises and @sadvartage a they arise.

Closer Than You Think

In March 20055ACOSSlaurched an diapoverty ampagn called Closer ThanYou Think. Throughthis ampagnwe
hae beenraising avareness and changng pecepiors of poverty and hedship in South Australia. Throughthis
campagnwe hae developed a lbepint © solve the poldem of poverty. This bluepint is @lled Extendng Oppaturity
to All. The Buepint subverts the wsud probdemfocussed appach to social pdicy, it provides a paitive vision andsets
corcrete targds for the sort of society we wart o belivingintenyeas' time.

Poverty and exdusion

Being poomears a daly finarcial strugde to med themost basic of lvingcosts living orthemargins, corstart risk of
harelesmess lack of oppaturity in enploymert and edeation beng drisk of poa hedth. Poverty anmean bing
unalte to aceess a whde range btings tha most of us take for grarted like béng ale to biy food live in deert
accomnoddion provide ou childrenwith adeque clothing and a good ediion beng ale to paticipate equby in
ou comnurity ard access oppaturities for advarcemert. Pets, music, spats, or darting lessors for children the
ocasiond ouing are impassble luxuries for indviduds andfamilies livingin paerty. South Australiars ek to live in
an erbracing and gemdy inclusive comnurity where thesame oppadurities are edendedo dl. The geaest barrier
to this for South Australiars is poverty.

Impads leadingto poverty

Theae ae mary reasors for therising rates of poverty, includng changng family gructures, a radcally ateredlabou
market and dminishedfree pulic srvices. An indvidud’'s econanic pasitionis shaped pa range bfactors, mary
ouside d ther cortrol. These include bakground edwcation hedth andthe plyscal andsocial condtiors in which
they live. Some peole, dueto one bmore d these circumstarces, can geleft behind ly thefree market sygemand
live in paverty as aresult. Thesocial safety net is thin, paticularly for singde unenployed adlis andyoung peda The
face d poverty has diversified from being pimerily eldaly or Indgenos to includesdle paerts, singe uneyployed
addts, unamployedyoung pedp andamilies. Young pedg ae dspropationdely represerted amongst thase livingin
poverty.
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Poverty andyoung ople

Since themid-"80s Australia ha expeierced pesistertly high uneployment amongst young peda h May 2005the
Souh Australian 12morth average ful-ime uneploymert rate for 15to 19yea olds was 241%. The youh
unemploymert rate remains at 21.2%, which is dill far too figh Casud employmert in South Australiais also highe
thanthe néiond average with mary of thase seeking enploymert havingto acaessthelabow market throughow-pad,
casud and pd-time work. Between 1992 and 2002&t-time employmert for young pedpincreased & a rate 66
highe thanthe ndond average Onein five South Australianchildrenis groning upn ajodesshowsehdd. Agan, tis
is highe thanthe néiond average South Australia’s numbers of intergeneationd unemployedcortinueto gow.

Poverty andyoung eople

Education andraining ae vital to successful engageert in thelaboumarket. Acaordingto a 2003tudy, sevenyeas
after leavingsdhod appoximately 7% of thase whocompletedyea 12were uneployed This is aganst unemploymert
rates of 21% for youngmen and 3% for youngnomenwholeftschod inyear 9. Mary young pedg ae locked otiof
education andraining opprurities dueto ther circumstarces or undfordable fees andthe a&sociated costs of study
and paticularly for thase fromregond areas, thecosts of living avay from hame. These young pedpwho do acess
education opprurities are comnonly left with large dets through dferred uiiversity fees, which govide abarier to
advarcemert in dhe areas.

Income suppat for young pedgis well bdowindependéiivingcosts, mearingtha those who do nidhave families on
which they anrely econanically are forcedinto paverty. Puldic pdicy makers ammnorly assume tha the bet way to
ge peoje ou of poverty is to gé thaminto work. However the epeierce in enploymert over the pat ienyeas hes
falledto achieve this. Thesigrificart increase in casud and pé-time work, as mertioned peviowsly, has been dactor
cortribuingto youth paerty, which remains ertrerched Getting otiof poverty requres more thansimply geting ajoh
it also requires receiving a fgh enougimcome to move abee the poerty level.

In the United States in the late ‘70s andin the ‘805 the peerty rate beeame dsmnneted from the condtion d the
econary. Amgjor cortribuor to this was therise in income inequéity. Some researches are suggeatingtha Australia
may nowv be epaiercingthis. n 200the medan and &rage emings of 15to 19yea olds were estimatedto be
$141 and $208spectively. Compae tha aganst the sort of rertal costs oulinedin the pesertation ty the Red
Estate Institute ealier today. For thase young pedglivingindependdiy such eanings woud gace them at severe
andimnedate risk of poverty.

And urfortundely, no dsausdon d poverty is mmplete withou specific refererce to ouw Indgenos youth. Over 70% of
all Indgenos Australiars are aged und@4yeas. 30% of Ihdgenos howsehdds in uban #eas are in paerty after
howsing costs are takeninto acaurt. Abaigind peofte hae sigrificartly highe rates of unemploymert thanthe state
average Attainmert levels intraining and eabation paticularly pcst-seconday edwcation are bdowthcse d the non
Indgenos popletion Mary Indgenos youth ae nawell placedto compete succesdully in thelabow market.

The role of housing

Thae is a strong andelf-sustaining relatiorship béween peerty and hoelessess Onein 2@ South Australiars is
likely to be hoelessor at riskof hanelesanessat ary one pint intime. Secure andstalde hogingis essertial to ealy
childhood deslopmert andthe aldity to suceesdully paticipate in the edaoation andrainingtha is vtal to econamic
sucaess later in life. Withou stade hosingthere may be podems daying on Bsdhod. As disaussed leavingschod
ealy dgnficartly incresses the charces of longterm unemploymert, leadng to severe economc and social
disadvartage

Affordalle hosingis ley to diminaing pwerty, promotingsocial nclusion and hdth andiaellbeng andhe pevertion
of inter-geneationd trarsmisdon @ poverty and dsadvartage Sucaesdul trarsition ty young pede d themove from
living @ hare to independee deperglonfindng dfordalle andsecure accomnoddion This is paticularly true for
young pedgin low-pad work, insecure anploymert, or whoreceive gawernmert bendits - which is to say, thase young
peope dread most at risk of poverty.

The bet way to ersure a helthy omnunity is through pviding @aessto dfordalde andsecure hoging with sound
social infrastructure.  This allons peofle geder acaess to paticipaion in edgation taining and @ployment,
enhaningthdr oppaturity to gan andraintain enploymert and &oid social exdusion Investmert in essertial social,
physcal and eonaric infrastructure hdps hape ouhames, naghbothood andcomrurities. Housingstrategy must
reflect social development gods and acomnitmert 1o oppdurities for our young pedg

As a commnurity we shoud:

comba poverty linkedto inadequte incomes and pocacaessto essertial good andservices,

redwce uneploymert, paticularly longterm unerploymert, with paitive measures to enhace arployment,
education andrainingfor themost disadvartagedobseekers;

extend pevertative and edy intervertionmeasures in dl social pdicy areas, paticularly in addessng lvoad
dispaities in hedth, education and mploymert; and

strengheninfrastructure in the critical areas of rarspat, hedth, comnunity services andhotsing with afocus
onthemost disadvartaged pogation gougs andcomnurities.

Of couse, as well as lodking @ addessngtheissue d harelesmess we dso needo make sure there ae adeque
exit pants for young pedgto oltain hosing andor themto be ale to belocated negby edwcation opprurities and
belinkedin with dhe services. Andwe need supgy of howsingin gaces like theinne city that cater for young pede
workingin key service industries... such & hospitality, retail and adhnistration This hotsing neeslto be Hordale,
welHocated and apppiate for young pedg

Sam has had nacortact with Hs family for several years. He met Kristy whensheleft hane dter beng bahed ly her
stefather, whowas also violert toward he mothe. Sam andKristy have beertogehe for threeyears andther baly
Jackis fou morths old. Threemorths agotheyoungmanlost his job beauwse it had beefound othecoud naread
they fell belindin thar rert andwere eictedtwo weeksago In despeationthey wert o Kirsty's mothe'’s place to stay
while they found a neplace.

Last Saturday evering Kirsty's dedather, a truck driver, returnedfrom an interstate trip. He flew into arage and
threaenedo kill them if they didrit leave. They left, but Kristy retumedto ge the baly’s gea, andwas purchedthree
times in theface by he stefathe. They have beemandéngsince, na knoringwha o do

On receiving the initial repat, Police woud dtend take statemerts, and esure imnedate safety of the family
throughcontacting Grisis Care for accomnoddion Notedthe pashility of pusuingcharges aganst stepfather if
Kirsty wartedto gess dages, andtha harelesspeoje ae dten aumedto be'upto nogoodbethe geneal
pubic, whenin fact they are dtenthevictims of crime.

Philip Adars, Crisis Care is resporsible for ersuringtha theimmnedate crisis andsafety need of tis youndfamily are
met. What woud you ddor this youngeouge?

Crisis Care woud seek to findthefamily somewhere safe to stay, tis might be aa family shdter, honever these
are wsudly full, or at a budgehael for therest of the ght. They @wud nd goto a daestic violerce service o
theyouh amergerty ®rvices as a coupe. Probally they woud be puupin amotel for the right, and adisedto
goto CYFSthe net day.

To ersure the safety of the hosehdd we ae unale to dlow visitors into ou service dhe than pofessond
suppat workers who needo visit ther cliert while they are staying with s. Mary of ou dlierts are esapng
damestic volerce, have just expaierced rape or are seeking safety from drug delers or other preddors. We
woud suppat Kirsty in spendhgtime with Sam, and enouagethemto spend amuchtime & posshle togehe.
Inredity shewoud dso needo corsider the neeslof her baly to hae warmth andshdter, a quet place to sleep
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andfor propely prepaedfood Kirsty also ha to work at indnglonge-term accomnoddion andit will be very
hard for thar relatiorship to sustain the pessures of bang apd in these circunstarces.

Michae Trayna, you a&e the Service Manageat the youngmeris emergercy ®rvice, Burdekin Place. What are you
dangfor SAVI?

Well actudly, we ae ding nthingfor Sam He is nd with 5. Samwas referredto our service the dg they left
theMotel, harever we were full at thetime.

Samis studionwoud belikely to be petty despeate. We ae the oty emergercy ®nice for youngmenin the
city. Withou ary money hewoud hae hado tumn to friends to pu himupfor a few daysurtil his next Certrelink
paymenrt. He might have then been &bto gea bedn aloddng hose, or in one bthe adli services. However,
if he ha nofriend in the city and namears of geting ot o the sububs, Samwill have to survive somehavon
thestreds. As he ha triedto re-refer since, this is probally thecase. We hae had aacarcybu this was given
to a 15ea old whowas orsidered much more vulneralle.

Lyss, havare you gingwith hosingfor Kirsty?

We hae asgsted Kirsty in securing he independérpaerting dlowarce from Certrelink, andto apjy for
Houwsing Trust accomnoddion haaever shewill needo wait abot six morths before arythingcomes up Sheis
eligible for bond adstarce from the Trust, andrert assstarce from Certrelink, and ha beenmaking multiple
phonecalls a da tryingto ge private rertal acoomnoddionso tha she andsam canmove intogehe.

27 peolg respondedo this question andsome peole hadmore than one amer. Most were corcerned abauundng
and #ordablity. These corcemns includedcost cutting therise in living eperses and agia tha Certrelink paymerts
are na enougho live on To qud¢e one piicipan “They (young pedg) just canno afford givate rertal uressthey
wart o gve up eting”

Some ddegdes were corcerned abduthe complex need of young pede andsaw this as a barier. They drew
attertion to some young ped@ nd having independéniving skills, andtha share accomnoddion is nd aways
appopiate.

Cthe bariers nded includedsocial andcomnurity - resistarce from urban nigghbots and Iias of landords. Othes
mertioned breaicrats who guad thar boundaes and jpotect ther sites. To qude, “The béef, inshat, hee'snored
prodem — we ae an #Huen society.” Leack of social awareness disinterest, apdhy, lack of innwation and
expaimentation wait lists and aailakility of an apppriate buiding @ site were dso stated @ ley barriers.

The final questionwas*“Do you have ay other suggestions or innovations?”

CGenaally there was an eerwhdming paitive resporse to the corfererce andhe corcept of FOYER in Addaide A
few peofte voicedtha they woud hae likedto see more young pdiciparts involved andncluded oithe lypahetical
panéand dsaussontime, bu also recognisedtha tis was a bg askas it coud bevery threaenng (St Johris Youh
Services gporsored 10/oung pedpto atendthecorfererce as ddegdes).
